	Interpretation:

General:

All replies were completed within the classroom situation with the teacher / or assistant reading the question.  Our pupils may reply as to what you want them to say rather than giving their own opinion.

Interpretation of the questionnaire noted that four learners ticked the agree column from the beginning to the end.  This may indicate a mental perseveration.  Eight learners ticked both the “agree” and “disagree” boxes on five different items.  This may mean that they agree in certain circumstances but disagree in others, or it may be that spatial confusion exists.   Twelve no ticks occurred predominately from the halfway mark to the end of the questionnaire.

The majority of learners are :  (Agree : Disagree)

· Happy at school (33:1)

· Feel they are learning (32:2)

· Are involved and interested in school activities (29:6)

· Respect their teachers (31:2)

· Believe that the teachers respect and care for them (33:2)

· Believe that the therapists respect and care for them (33:1)

· Discipline within the school is good (30:4)

· Feel safe and secure at school (32:1)

· Believe that their possessions are safe (although they would like lockers – refer recommendation) (31:3)

· Are happy to do homework and can do this (32:2) – both

· The teachers praise them (33:4)

· The learners can talk to the teacher about any” problem (30:2)

· Have good friends at school (27:7)

· They work hard at school (28:2)

· They like their teacher (32:1) and

· Believe their teacher is fair (28:4)



	Of concern are the following issues:  (Agree : Disagree)
“Children being bullied at school” (18:18) 

This is presently being addressed with our CARE-Ful school programme.  This is designed to make learners aware of both positive and hurtful behaviour.   An aspect of the programme will be covered each Friday over a period of five weeks. 

“Too many learners within a class”  (18:16)

At all times the school must no compromise on the quality of education that it is offering.  I would suggest that we have reached saturation point at this level until we split the Intermediate 2 / 3 class.

“We often visit places of interest outside the school” (15:18)

To be brainstormed with staff.  This could form part of our curriculum innovation that we are currently looking at.
Longer term goals / issues that need to be looked at:

“I am involved and interested in school activities” (29:6)

This may need some degree of caution as at this age it is typical to and cool not to be perceived as liking / enjoying school.  

  “My teachers complain about me”  (23:11) and

“I have good friends at school” (27:7)
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
